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Forord/Preface

Some years ago [ was in northern Bohusldn and viewing rock carvings
in a restricted area of a rocky ridge. As I approached a particularly inte-
resting site I met a man with camera and small guidebook who at once
addressed me - ‘There is a very fine carved panel here, you should see
it." I replied ‘Yes, I know the site and it is interesting.’ ‘But have you seen
the human figures on the panel?’ he asked. ‘Yes, I think I know them' ]
replied. But the man persisted, exclaiming how amazing it all was, how
people like me did not appreciate the carvings, how important they are,
and so on. Finally I said, trying to shut him up,‘Yes, [ know this site, where
it is,and I know the human images.’ ‘Do you?’ he wondered. ‘Yes, and it
is published in a little guidebook and I see you have it in your hands,and
Lasse Bengtsson and I wrote it.’ Silence. I should have been more polite,
I know, but rock carving studies are hard work at times, frustrating on
occasion, tiring and obsessive, but exciting, informative and stimulating.
Even the most ordinary-looking carvings deserve inspection, as they
hold a wealth of information, and often offer new insights as ever-more
careful inspection proceeds. This book is a fine illustration of such work
and its benefits.

Over the years there have been a number of efforts by a variety of scho-
lars to develop and apply recording techniques for the rock carvings of
Sweden and Norway. These build upon the multi-disciplinary techni-
ques employed in other areas of the world and some of the approaches
formerly applied seem today to be overly-simplified, or damaging, or
inaccurate or entirely subjective — you see what you want to see. In re-
cent years, matters have improved, and here in western Sweden there
is emerging some degree of consensus about what is allowed, what is
achievable, and what should not be attempted. From my own years of
observation of on-going work on rock carving sites, I have witnessed a
disturbing set of work on a few sites — scraping and painting included -as
well as other techniques - thin or sometimes dense chalking, still accep-
table rubbing,tracing and,increasingly, more reliance on pure unadulte-
rated observation and reflection by experienced eyes and brains. In this
book we can see how such techniques have been refined and expanded
in recent years.

For the parish of Lyse, there is a sequence of discovery, from a very few
sites known and published over a century ago, then a few more in later
books,and the parish hasrarely been singled out as beingworthy of detai-
led assessment in general treatises on the subject. Why is this? Because
the images are not ‘exceptional’? And what does that mean? Holmberg,
Baltzer and Ekholm all noted Lyse in their early compilations, and their
illustrations are still important to observe, but these authors showed



rather little enthusiasm for the Lyse sites in comparison with those of
adjacent parishes. Matters expanded in the later 20th century and, even
so, yet more sites and more images have been recorded by the current
work, the subject of this volume. But it should not just be rock carvings
that attract and demand study. It is an ever-expanding accumulation of
information that is needed, an expansion that can add new and impor-
tant dimensions to the study of such material - landscape settings, asso-
ciation of imagery,density of locations, viewpoints, relations to other mo-
numents, and natural features, exhibition of artistry, the identities and
interests of communities over time, and an ever-growing list of possibi-
lities and potentials, expanded by perspicacious research. This book is a
example of such matters - of hopesand challenges and achievementsin
the study of such valuable elements in the landscapes of the past.

Historik

Forsta gangen som nagra hallristningar fran Lyse socken publiceras i
skrift ar i prasten och historieskrivaren Axel Emanuel Holmbergs (1817-
1861) avhandling Skandinaviens Hallristningar, utgiven 1848. Holmberg
avbildar tio hillristningsytor som sdgs ligga inom &gorna till gardarna
Lyse och Slattna. Alla utom en av dessa (Holmberg fig. 137) har med sa-
kerhet aterfunnits vid var inventering, fig. 1. Det ar tydligt att Holmberg
inte ar sarskilt imponerad av héallristningarna fran Lyse socken. Han
konstaterar kort att “Forestdllningarne forefalla foga intressanta”. Man
kan formoda att uttalandet skall sesirelation till de figurrikare hdllarna
som var kanda fran grannsocknen Brastad. Holmberg meddelar vidare
att de flesta av hallristningarna i Lyse upptdckts av Daniel Magnus Dei-
jenberg (1793-1871), som vid den tiden var verksam som kontrollor vid
inloppstullkammaren i Lysekil. En av de publicerade avbildningarna
(Holmberg fig. 140) ar ocksa gjord av Deijenberg, fig. 2.

Den danske tecknaren Lauritz Baltzer (1845-1917) har blivit kdnd f6r sina
manga och for sin tid mycket noggranna avbildningar av bohusldnska
hallristningar. Under 1870-talet avbildade han hallristningarna i Brastad
socken. Ristningarna i Lyse socken besdkte han, men gjorde inga egna
avbildningar av dem utan ndéjde sig med att i sitt planschverk Hallrist-
ningar fran Bohuslan aterge Holmbergs teckningar.

Ar 1885 inventerade Emil Ekhoff hela Lyse socken pa alla synliga forn-
lamningar. Arbetet utférdes pa uppdrag av Goteborgs och Bohuslans
Hushallningssallskap och ingick i det mycket omfattande inventerings-
arbete av Bohusldan som sedermera kom att 6vergad i den sa kallade Gote-
borgsinventeringen. Resultatet publicerades i Bidrag till Kinnedom om
Goteborgs och Bohuslans Fornminnen och Historia. Hallristningarna
upptecknades och prickades in pa Generalstabens topografiska karta,
men nagon bilddokumentation utférdes inte. Ekhoff beskrev fem ny-
funna platser for figurativa hallristningar som inte avbildats av Holm-
berg. Tva av dessa beskiver ensamma skepp i trakten av Sldttna vilka
inte kunnat aterfinnas. Ekhoff beskriver ocksa nagra platser for spridda
skalgropar hoégt upp i bergen pa Haggvalls dgor vid gransen mot Brastad
socken. Dessa gropar, liksom de han beskriver pa takhillen till gangrif-
ten i Hiaggvall (Lyse 64:1),har bade vi och andra inventerare bedémt som
naturliga vittringsgropar. De ar sarskilt vanliga i graniten som finns i
Brastad socken och vi brukar darfor kalla dem for “Brastadgropar”. Gro-
parna forekommer alltid utspridda over hallarna, ibland i tusental, och
ar ojamnare i botten dn de riktiga skalgroparna.

Under 1969-1975 utforde Riksantikvarieambetet en sarskilt riktad hall-
ristningsinventering i Bohuslan under ledning av Gunnar Ekelund.



Medhjalpare var de kunniga amatorarkeologerna Goéran Andersson och
Torsten Hogberg. Hallristningarna beskrevs noggrant, prickades in pa
den ekonomiska kartan och man gjorde skisser eller tog fotografier av
enstaka figurer. Riksantikvarieambetets ordinarie fornminnesinven-
tering dgde rum i Lyse socken 1976 och revideringsinventeringen 1990.
Hallristningarna aterbesotktes for att konstatera om de fanns kvar och
enstaka nyfynd beskrevs. 1992 utforde de skickliga amatdrarkeologerna
Sven-Gunnar Brostrom och Kenneth Ihrestam en specialinventering av
hillristningar pa uppdrag av Riksantikvarieiambetet, varvid manga ny-
fynd gjordes (Lyse 610-621). Hillristningarna redovisades pa samma satt
som tidigare i fornminnesregistret med beskrivningar och skisser. Forn-
minnesregistret (FMIS) finns numera tillgangligt digitalt fér allmanhet-
en pa: www.fmis.raa.se/cocoon/fornsok/search.html. For att séka efter
en fornlamning fyller man ilimningens RAA-nummer, vilket r detsam-
ma som det sockennamn och nummer som vi anvander oss av i denna
publikation.

Vi utférde var inventering och dokumentation pa uppdrag av Stiftelsen
f6r dokumentation av Bohusldns hillristningar under 2008, med en ef-
terfoljande komplettering 2010. Aven denna inventering resulterade i
manga nyfunna héallristningar (Lyse 657-676). For férsta gangen bilddo-
kumenterades samtliga kanda hallristningar i socknen. Det gjordes med
hjdlp av bade frottage, foton av imalade figurer och kalkeringar pa plast.

History

The first time any rock carvings from Lyse Parish appeared in print was
in an essay - Skandinaviens Hallristningar (The Rock Carvings of Scan-
dinavia) - written by the clergyman and historical writer Axel Emanu-
el Holmberg (1817-1861) and published in1848. Holmberg depicts ten
rock carving panels that were said to be located in the fields belonging
to farms in Lyse and Slattna. All except one of these (Holmberg fig. 137)
have with certainty been found again during our inventory, fig. 1. It is evi-
dent that Holmberg was not particularly impressed by the rock carvings
from Lyse parish. He merely points out that “the representations appear
to be of very little interest”. It can be assumed that the statement should
be seen in relation to the figuratively rich rock carvings that were well
known in the neighbouring parish of Brastad. Holmberg states that most
of the rock carvings in Lyse were discovered by Daniel Magnus Deijen-
berg (1793-1871), who at that time was employed as a controller at the
Customs Office at the harbour in Lysekil. One of the published illustra-
tions (Holmberg fig. 140) was also made by Daniel Magnus Deijenberg,
fig. 2.

The Danish illustrator Lauritz Baltzer (1845-1917) has become famous for
his many and very detailed depictions, for his time, of the rock carvings
in Bohusldn. During the 1870s he illustrated the rock carvings in Brastad
parish. He examined the rock carvings at Lyse but produced no illustra-
tions of his own from them and was content to reproduce Holmberg’s
drawings in his volume of prints Hallristningar fran Bohuslan.

In 1885, Emil Ekhoff made an inventory of all the visible ancient monu-
mentsin Lyse parish. The work was commissioned by the G6teborgs och
Bohuslans Hushallningsséllskap (The Gothenburgand Bohuslan’s Rural
Economy and Agricultural Society) and it subsequently became inclu-



ded in the so-called Gothenburg inventory. The results were published
in Bidrag till Kinnedom om Go6teborgs och Bohuslans Fornminnen och
Historia. The rock carvings were located and marked on topographical
maps but no illustrative documentation was carried out. Ekhoff descri-
bed five new figurative rock carving panels that had not been depicted
by Holmberg. Two of these illustrate solitary boats in the Slattna area
that could not be found again. Ekhoff also mentions some sites display-
ing scattered cup marks on the rocks overlooking the fields at Haggvall
on the border with Brastad parish. Both we and others who have carried
out an inventory have judged these indentations like those he describes
on the on top of the passage grave at Haggvall (Lyse 64:1) to be natural
and caused by erosion. They are particularly common on granite that
is found in Brastad parish and we therefore usually call them “Brastad
marks”. They always appear scattered over the rock surfaces,sometimes
by the thousand,and are more uneven on the bottom surface than genu-
ine cup marks.

Between 1969-1975, the RAA (Swedish National Heritage Board) carried
out an inventory in Bohuslan particularly aimed at rock carvings under
the direction of Gunnar Ekelund. Co-workers were the knowledgeable
amateur archaeologists Goran Andersson and Torsten Hogberg. The
carvings were described carefully, marked on the economic map and
sketches were made or photographs taken of individual figures. The ge-
neral RAA monument inventory took place in Lyse parish in 1976 with a
revision in 1990. The rock carvings were revisited to establish whether
they remained and separate new finds were described. In 1992 the skilful
amateur archaeologists Sven-Gunnar Brostrom and Kenneth Ihrestam
carried out a special inventory of the rock carvings commissioned by the
RAA,when many new finds were made (Lyse 610-621). The rock carvings
were accounted for in the same manner as before in the FMIS (RAA's an-
cient monuments register) with descriptions and sketches. The FMIS is
now accessible in digital form to the general public at: www.fmis.raa.se/
cocoon/fornsok/search.html. To search for a monument, simply enter
the RAA number, which is the same as the parish name, and the number
that we use in this publication.

We carried out our inventory and documentation commissioned by the
Stiftelsen f6r dokumentation av Bohusldns hallristningar (The Founda-
tion for Documentation of the Rock Carvings in Bohuslan) during 2008,
with a follow-up supplement in 2010. Even this inventory revealed many
newly discovered rock carvings (Lyse 657-676). For the first time there
was a pictorial documentation of all the known rock carvings in the pa-
rish. It was done with the help of frottage, the photography of paint-filled
figures and tracings on plastic sheeting.



Bronsalderns landskap

Lyse socken ligger pa den yttre delen av Stangenas,inom nuvarande Ly-
sekilskommunimellersta Bohuslan. Norr om Lyse sockenligger Brastad
socken ochisdder Lysekils stad. Stdngends avgransas av de langstrackta
fiordarna Abyfjorden i nordviast och Gullmarsfjorden i sydost. Berggrun-
den pa Stangends utgdrs huvudsakligen av bohusgranit. Pa den syddstra
sidan av Stangends, langs med Gullmarsfjorden 6vergar graniten i gnejs.
Det finns inga kdnda hillristningar inom gnejsomradet pa Stangends.

Under bronsaldern, 1700-500 fore var tiderdkning (fvt), da de flesta hall-
ristningarna gjordes, utgjorde Stangends en mycket stor 6 genom att
Gullmarsfjorden och Abyfjorden 16pte samman i norr vid Dingleslitten,
karta 1. Férbindelsen mellan fjordarna grundade upp vid 6vergangen till
férromersk jarnalder (500 fvt). Lyse socken bestod da av flera storre se-
parata Oar, karta 2. Hallristningarna i socknen ar framst koncentrerade
till ett omrdade som under den tid de knackades in ldg pa en cirka 6 x 5
kilometer stor 6. En storre ristningshall (Lyse 614:1) lag i direkt anslut-
ning till en skyddad havsvik som trangde in séderifran pa 6n. Platsen
kan ha utgjort ett lampligt hamnldge under storre delen av bronsaldern.
De flesta hillbilderna knackades dock in nagra hundra meter fran den
datida stranden, i det omrade som utgor den storsta slattbygden i sock-
nen. Trakten bar idag namnet Sldttna. Man kan tanka sig att slatten varit
lamplig betesmark for bronsaldersbondernas boskap. Ett par hallrist-
ningar ligger pa den norra sidan av 6n vid Humlekérr. En enda ensam
hillristning (Lyse 175:1) ligger pa det som da var en stor langstrackt 6 i 6s-
ter. Hallristningen ligger ovanligt hogt upp i bergen, pa 60 meters hojd,
inom dgorna till garden Hamre. Nagra héllristningar ligger pa dgorna till
Haggvall, langs norra sidan av det sund skiljde den langstrackta 6n mot
Stangendsets huvuddé. En koncentration av ristningar finns langre upp
fran den datida stranden i gréanstrakten till Brastad socken. Har breder
en annan slattbygd ut sig och ristningsomradet fortsatter in pa andra si-
dan sockengransen vid garden Heden.

De synliga gravar som kan ha anlagts under bronsaldern ar framforallt
rosen och stensittningar. Pa karta 2 ser vi utbredningen av de ensam-
liggande rosena och stensattningarna i Lyse socken. Det forekommer
ocksa att flera gravar ligger tillsammans och bildar gravfilt. Gravfilten
ar inte medtagna pa denna karta, vilket gor att manga résen och sten-
sattningar ocksa uteblivit. Gravarna, framforallt rosena, har en betydligt
mer maritim utbredning dn hillristningarna. De finns pa mindre Gar
och lagen som exponerar direkt mot havet. Den har typen av rosen kall-
las for kustrésen och ligger som ett parlband langs med hela Bohuslans
kusttrakter. De ar anlagda for att synas fran de farvatten som utgjorde



viktiga farleder under bronsaldern. Vi ser ocksa att det finns en tydlig
koncentration av stensidttningar i trakten av Sldttna; samma omrade
som har den storsta koncentrationen av hallristningar. Mitt i omradet,
strax ovanfor den stora hallristningen Lyse 69:1, finns dven ett storre
gravfdlt med 15 synliga stensattningar. Det ar troligt att det doljer sig ett
betydligt storre antal gravar under marken som inte syns forran vid en
arkeologisk utgravning. Vid de arkeologiska undersékningar som gjorts
av bohusldnska gravfilt under senare ar har det visat sig att gravar ofta
har anlagts pa samma plats fran dldre bronsalder och fram till romersk
jarnalder, i flera fall finns dven samtida boplatsldamningar i omedelbar
ndrhet till gravfalten.

Det ar troligt att omradet runt Sldttna utgjort en lokal bygd med fast bo-
sattning under hela bronsaldern. Vi kdnner inte till exakt var boplatser-
na legat eftersom det inte har genomforts nagra arkeologiska utgrav-
ningar har. Daremot genomfoérdes det flera undersokningar under tidigt
1970-tal infor byggandet av oljeraffinaderiet Preemraff pa den norra de-
len av den forntida on. Nar man undersdkte delar av ett kulturlager vid
Humlekarr (Lyse 35:1) patraffades stora mangder fynd som visade att det
bedrivits en omfattande bronsgjutning pa platsen under yngre bronsal-
der. Man patrédffade bland annat 364 delar av deglar fér bronsgjutning, 42
delar av gjutformar, en ten av brons, en fragmentarisk bronsskara samt
19 kg keramik. Ett annat bronsfynd som gjorts i trakten ar det vackert
dekorerade hiangkarl som patraffats utan angivning av ndarmare fyn-
domstdndigheter pa garden Klattene, fig 3. Vagbandsornamentiken som
tacker ytan pa denna draktprydnad daterar det till bronsalderns period
V (900-700 fvt).

Sammanfattningsvis ser vi att omrdadet runt Sldttna uppvisar flera olika
typer av fornlamningar och fynd som tyder pa en rik och vil etablerad
bronsaldersbygd. Bygden ar placerad pa en stérre 6 med goda kommu-
nikationsmdijligheter, bade in mot land genom langstrackta fjordar och
over havet och vidare till andra delar av Europa. Importen av brons med-
forde att den lokala befolkningen i Lyse, direkt eller indirekt, kom att ta
del av andra delar av den rika europeiska bronsalderskulturen.

‘The Bronze Age landscape

Lyse parish is situated on the outer part of Stangends, within the pre-
sent-day local administrative area of Lysekil in the central part of Bo-
huslan province. Brastad parish lies to the north of Lyse parish and to
the south is the town of Lysekil. Stangenis is bordered by the elongated
fiords of Abyfjorden in the north-west and Gullmarsfjorden in the south-
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east. The bedrock in Stangends is mainly made up of Bohus granite. On
the south-eastern side of Stangenis along Gulmarsfjorden the granite
gives way to gneiss. There are no known rock carvings within the gneis-
sic area at Stangenas.

Duringthe Bronze Age,1,700-500 before common era (BCE),when most of
the rock carvings were carried out, Stangends was a very large island cut
by Abyfjorden and Gullmarsfjorden that were joined at that time in the
northern part of Dingle plain, map 1. This meeting point silted up during
the transition to the Pre-Roman Iron Age (500 BCE). Lyse parish at that
time consisted of several large separate islands, map 2. The rock carvings
in the parish are mainly concentrated within an area that during the time
they were carved were concentrated on an island of around 6 x 5 km in
size. A larger carved area (Lyse 614:1) was situated directly by a protected
bay on the southern tip of the island. The location could have provided a
suitable harbour for most of the Bronze Age. The majority of the images
were however carved within a few hundred metres of the coast at that
time, in an area that supported the largest plain community in the pa-
rish; the area that today is called Sliattna — ‘The Plains’. It is possible that
the plains were suitable pastureland for the Bronze Age farmers’ cattle.
A few rock carvings can also be found on the northern side of the island
at Humlekarr. One individual rock carving (Lyse 175:1) is situated on what
was then a large elongated island in the east. The rock carving is located
unusually high on the rocks, at a height of 60 m, within an area of fields
belonging to Hamre farm. Some rock carvings can be found amongst the
fields at Haggvall, along the northern side of the channel that separated
the elongated island from the main island at Stangendset. A concentra-
tion of carvings can be found further up the coast as it was then, near to
the border with Brastad parish. Another plain also spreads out here and
the rock carved area continues over to the other side of the parish border
at Heden farm.

The visible graves that could have been constructed during the Bronze
Age are mainly cairns and stone settings. On map 2 we can see the exten-
sion of the singular cairns and stone settings in Lyse parish. There are
also several graves grouped together to create burial sites. Burial sites

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are not included on this map which means that many cairns and stone
settings have also been omitted. The graves,in particular the cairns, have
a noticeably more maritime prevalence than the rock carvings. They are
situated on smaller islands and the sites directly face the sea. This type
of cairn is called a coastal cairn and they stretch out like a string of pearls
along the whole of the coastal region in Bohuslan province. They were
sited so they would be visible from the sea that offered an important
means of transport during the Bronze Age. We can also see an obvious
concentration of stone settings in the area around Slattna; the same area
that has the largest concentration of rock carvings. In the middle of this
area, immediately above the large rock carving Lyse 69:1,is also a large
burial site with fifteen visible stone settings. It is probable that a consi-
derably larger number of graves are lying hidden beneath the surface
that can only be revealed by an archaeological excavation. During archa-
eological excavations that have been carried out on other burial sites in
Bohusldn in the last few years it has been shown that graves have often
been sited in the same location from the early Bronze Age through to the
Roman Iron Age, in several cases even adjacent to contemporary settle-
ment areas.

It is probable that the area around Sldttna constituted a local community
with permanent settlements for the whole of the Bronze Age. The exact
location of the settlements is not known because there have been no ar-
chaeological excavations carried out there. However, several investiga-
tions took place in the early 1970s before the building of the Preemraff
oil refinery on the northern part of the prehistoric island. When some
of the culture layers at Humlekdrr (Lyse 35:1) were investigated, large
amounts of finds demonstrated that extensive bronze casting had been
carried out on the site in the late Bronze Age. Amongst other things, 364
fragments of crucibles used in bronze smelting were found, 42 mould
fragments, a bronze rod, some fragments of a bronze sickle as well as 19
kg of pottery. Another bronze find from the area was the beautifully de-
corated hanging vessel that was found without any information about
the circumstances of its discovery at Klattene farm, fig. 3. Wavelike de-
coration that covers the surface of this dress adornment dates it to the
Bronze Age period V (200-700 BCE).

To sum up,we see an area around Sldttna that shows several different ty-
pes of monuments and finds indicating a rich and well-established Bron-
ze Age community. It is located on a large island offering good trans-
port possibilities, both along the coast by way of the extensive fjords and
across the sea to other parts of Europe. The importation of bronze led
to the local inhabitants in Lyse, directly or indirectly, coming in contact
with other parts of the rich European Bronze Age culture.
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Hallbilderna

Vi kdanner i dagslaget till ungefar 953 inristade figurer i Lyse socken, for-
delat pa 49 héllristningslokaler. Lokalernas storlek kan variera betydligt,
fran de som enbart bestar av en ensam skalgrop till det stora hallrist-
ningsomradet Lyse 69:1 med 300 figurer, férdelat pa 18 ytor. De allra van-
ligaste ristningarna utgdrs av skalgropar och obestdmbara figurer, fig. 4.
De senare ar en samlad beteckning for figurer som ar allfor fragmenta-
riska for vi skall kunna avgora vad de forestdller eller som helt enkelt
inte liknar nagot vi kdnner igen idag. Skalgropar dr den enklaste formen
av inknackning i berget, men ocksa den som gett upphov till flest tolk-
ningar. Manga tanker sig att det ar en form av offergrop, men det troli-
gaste dr att de haft olika anvdndning beroende pa vilket sammanhang de
ingatt i. De forekommer pa savdl rena skalgropslokaler, vilket ar fallet pa
19 lokaler i Lyse, eller tillsammans med och ibland som en del av de fi-
gurativa héllristningarna. Skalgroparna har troligen knackats bade fore
och framférallt langt senare dn de figurativa hallristningarna, vars till-
komsttid brukar riknas fran bronsalderns bérjan 1700 fvt och fram till
mitten av férromersk jarnalder cirka 300 fvt.

Den absolut vanligaste forestdllande figurtypen i Lyse ar, liksom pa de
flesta halli Bohuslan,den vivanligtvis bendmner som skepp. Vad som av-
bildats dr dock inte en battyp vi normalt férknippar med ett skepp utan
snarare stora kanoter som paddlats fram. Vi kdanner till 193 hallristnings-
skepp fran socknen. Utifran de skeppskronologier som tagits fram under
senare ar kan vi se att det féorekommer nagra skepp som kan dateras till
bronsalderns dldre del, fig. 5. Nagot fler skepp kan dateras till den yng-
re bronsaldern, fig. 6 . Det finns en lokal med helt symmetriska skepp,
vilka brukar férknippas med férromersk jarnalder (Lyse 671, pa griansen
till Brastad socken). De allra flesta skeppen verkar dock vara inknackade
under mitten av bronsaldern, omkring 1000 fvt. Nagra skepp verkar vara
gjorda under dldre bronsalder, men sedan har stavarnas form knackats
om sa att de skall se ut som skeppen gjorde under yngre bronsalder (ex-
empelvis Lyse 69:1,ytaloch 8). Det finns en skeppstyp som har en mycket
begrdnsad lokal utbredning. Den férekommer bara pa fyra hallristnings-
lokaler inom Lyse socken, pa ett maximalt avstand av 2,3 kilometer fran
varandra, fig. 7. Narmaste likartade skepp finns i Uppland (Ramsta 3:1).
Skeppen har dubbellinjiga stavar, innehaller spantstreck och ar férhal-
landevis langa. Stavprydnaderna ar i form av histhuvuden med inrullad
mule, vilket daterar skeppstypen till yngre bronsdlderns period V, cirka
800 fvt. Att ett sa sdrpraglat motiv bara férekommer inom ett begrdnsat
omrade gor att vi kan tdnka oss att det dr, om inte samma person, sa at-
minstone personer som ingatt i samma sociala ndtverk som ristat dessa
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skepp.

Manniskofigurer ar en annan figurkategori som ar relativt vanlig i Lyse.
De flesta ar enkelt utformade, har helt uthuggen kropp, svard i baltet och
saknar armar. Nagra manniskor ar bevipnade med spjut eller pilbagar.
Pa tva hillar (Lyse 69:1, yta 1 och Lyse 610:1) forekommer de i flera ra-
der, sa kallade processioner. En av processionerna paminner nagot om
de maénniskofigurer med fotsida kapor som finns i den skanska Kiviks-
graven. De flesta manniskofigurerna ar troligen ristade under mitten av
bronsdldern. Madnniskor som har férstorade vadmuskler ar typiska for
yngre bronsalder fig. 8. En fragmentarisk ryttare (Lyse 142:1) skall troli-
gen dateras till 6vergangen mellan brons- och jarnalder, da ridkonsten
introducerads i Skandinavien. Djurfigurerna i Lyse ar fa och enkelt ut-
formade. Fagelfigurerna utgors av en flock pa fyra tranor som verkar ho-
tas av pilbagsskyttar (Lyse 69:1,yta 1).

Fotsulor ar ett av fa motiv som avbildas i naturlig storlek. De finns bade
som konturristade och som helt uthuggna. Ett spannande nyfynd som
vi gjorde pa Lyse 614:1 bestod av tio fotsulor placerade i tre lodréta rader
sa det ser ut som om tre personer gatt upp 6ver den branta hallen, fig.
9. Kanske har verkliga blota fotter trampat 6ver hillen en gang i tiden.
Nedanfor hillen finns idag en back. Under storre delen av bronsaldern
nidde en havsvik in hir. Ar det kanske en landstigning fr&n havsviken
som fotsulorna berattar om?

De flesta hallristningarnaiLyse ar ganska ordinara, sarskilt om man jam-
fér med den bildrikedom som finns i grannsocknen Brastad. Men ndagra
av de nyfunna motiven i Lyse ar unika och fortjanar att beskrivas mer
utforligt.

Svardet

Nar vi dokumenterade den stora och sedan lange kdnda hallristningen
Lyse 70:1upptackte viatt det fanns ett ovantat motivsom inte observerats
tidigare - ett helt uthugget svard i naturlig storlek! Svirdet dr 75 cm langt,
men har ursprungligen varit nagot langre da spetsen fortsitter in i en
vittringsskada, fig. 10. Det forestaller uppenbarligen ett svard med jamn-
bred klinga och korsformigt handtag (en svardstyp som pa engelska kall-
las for Horn-pommelled sword och pa tyska fér Hérnerknaufschwert).
Sadana svard ar en ledtyp fér bronsalderns period IV (1100-900 fvt) och
maste betraktas som exklusiva da bara fyra verkliga bronssvard av typen
patraffats i Sverige. Svirdet pa hallen ar omgivet och delvis 6verhugg-
et av skepp som troligen kan dateras till samma period. Det dr det for-
sta kdnda bohuslanska svardet i naturlig storlek som med sikerhet kan
dateras till bronsaldern, och som sadant ar fyndet oerhort viktigt i date-
ringsdebatten. Svird i naturlig storlek ir annars fraimst kianda fran Ost-
ergotland. Det var for 6vrigt tack vare dessa hallristningssvard som Bror
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Emil Hildebrand redan 1869 kunde datera de sydskandinaviska hallrist-
ningarna till bronsaldern. De 6stg6tska ristningarna avbildar fullgrepps-
svard fran bronsalderns period II-III (1500-1100 fvt). Precis som svardet
fran Lyse socken ar de allihop avbildade i naturlig storlek, helt uthuggna
och liggande vagratt pa hillen, precis som om man lagt ett verkligt svard
pa berget.

Hillmalningen

Hallristningen Lyse 142:1 ar kand sedan Emil Ekhoffs inventering 1885.
Han beskrev den da som bestaende av nagra skepp och atskilliga streck,
vilka mojligen forestillde tva spjutbarare. Hallristningen &r placerad pa
en lodrat berghdll under ett skyddande klippoverhang, strax intill vigen
mot Skalhamn. Det skyddande klippoverhanget har gjort att hallrist-
ningen bevarats val trots att den ar mycket grunt inhuggen. Vissa figu-
rer saknar djup helt och hallet och syns bara som ljusare skiftningar i
berget. Dessa figurer kan man inte kanna med fingrarna och de synsinte
heller pa frottage. Liknande fenomen har vi observerat pa ett fatal andra
grunda hallristningar under klippoverhang i Bohusldn. Pa de harda och
jamna kvartsithillar som finns i Tjustbygden i Smaland och vid Simris-
hamn i Skane kan man ocksa se hillristningar som &r sa pass ovittrade
att de fortfarande lyser lika vita som nar de var nygjorda. Alla hallrist-
ningar har lyst vita nar de var nyknackade, men de allra flesta har med
tiden fatt samma patina som hillen i dvrigt.

Vid var dokumentation registrerade vi tre dubbellinjiga skepp med be-
manning och tva manniskofigurer, varav en ryttare med spjut i handen,
samt nagra obestdmbara fragment. De tva tydligaste skeppen &r av en

typ som kan dateras till slutet av bronsaldern. Ovanpa dessa bada skepp
upptackte vi-till var stora férvaning - att det fanns ett svagt malat skepp
av likartad typ. Fargen syntes inte som en malad yta utan som sma réda
prickar som trangt in i berget. Detta ar typiskt for en forhistorisk hall-
malning. Firgens bindemedel, fett eller ndgot annat organiskt imne, har
férsvunnit sedan lange. Det enda som aterstar idag ar fairgpigmentet, be-
stdende avjarnockra. Pa samma hill finns dven nagra sentida malningar
och ristningar, bland annat artalet 1916. De sentida malningarnas farg ar
av en helt annan karaktdr an det malade skeppet.

Hallmalningar finns bara bevarade pa lodrdta hillar i skyddade ldagen.
De ar betydligt ovanligare an hallristningar. De brukar generellt f6r-
knippas med stenalderns fangstfolk utifran de motiv som avbildas. I Bo-
husldn finns bara en handfull kinda hillmalningar, varav dktheten kan
ifragasattas i nagra fall. Den ndrmaste forhistoriska hdllmalningen finns
en dryg mil norrut i Bro socken (Bro 598:1). Den ligger pa ungefar sam-
ma ho6jd 6ver havet som malningen i Lyse och bestar av tva enkellinjiga
skepp med bemanning. Hallmalningen i Lyse dr den forsta i Sverige som
patraffats pa samma hill som en hallristning. Det unika fyndet gor att vi
kan dratva viktiga slutsatser. For det férsta sa bevisar det att hallmalning-
ar gjordes atminstone fram till slutet av bronsaldern. Fér det andra ar
det en stark indikation pa att hallristningarna inte var imalade. Om man
skulle ha malat dven ristningarna sa borde nagon farg ha bevarats ocksa
i de huggna linjerna under det skyddande 6verhanget pa Lyse 142:1.

Rock imagery

Andreas Toreld

At the present time we are aware of ca 953 carved figures in Lyse parish
dispersed over 49 rock carving sites. The localities can vary in size consi-
derably, from those that consist of a singular cup mark to the extensive
rock carving site Lyse 69:1 with 300 figures distributed across 18 panels.
The most common rock carvings are cup marks and indeterminate figu-
res, fig. 4. The latter is a collective term for figures that are too fragmen-
tary to be able to interpret what they represent or quite simply do not
resemble anything we recognise today.

Cup marks are the simplest form of carving found on the rocks but also
those that give rise to the most speculation. Many think they are a form
of sacrificial hollow but it is most likely that they have had a variety of
uses depending on the context they were linked to. There are cases of
purely cup mark sites, which is the case in 19 localities in Lyse, as well as
cup marks in addition to or even as integral parts of figurative carvings.
Cup marks have probably been made before and in the majority of ca-

ses long after the figurative rock carvings whose origination is usually
reckoned to be from the beginning of the Bronze Age,1700 BCE, up to the
middle of the pre-Roman Iron Age, ca 300 BCE.

The most common representative type of figure in Lyse is, exactly as it
is on most rocks in Bohusldn, what we commonly call boats. However,
those that are depicted are not the normal type of boat we might asso-
ciate as a ship but rather more like large canoes that were paddled. We
know about 193 engraved boats in the parish. Based on a chronology of
boats that has been produced during the last few years we can see that
the occurrence of some boats can be dated to the early Bronze Age, fig. 5.
A larger number can be dated to the late Bronze Age, fig. 6. There is one
site with completely symmetrical boats that can be linked to the pre-Ro-
man Iron Age (Lyse 671, on the border with Brastad parish). Most of the
boat, however, seems to have been carved during the middle of the Bron-
ze Age, ca 1000 BCE. Some boats seem to have been carved during the
early Bronze Age but then the prows have had carving added so that they
would look like boats made during the late Bronze Age (for example Lyse
69:1,panel 1and 8). There is one type of boat that has a very defined local
prevalence. It occurs only at four rock carving sites within Lyse parish, at
a maximum of 2.3 km from each other, fig. 7. The closest similar boat can
be found in Uppland, on the east coast of Sweden (Ramsta 3:1). The boats
have double lined stems, include frame lines and are comparatively long.
The decorative prow is in the form of a horse’s head with a curled muzzle
which dates the boat type to the later Bronze Age period V, ca 800 BCE.
That such a distinguishable design only occurs within a limited area ma-
kesusthink thatitis,if it is not the same person, then at least people who
belonged to the same social network that carved these boats.

The human figure is another category that is relatively common in Lyse.
Most of them are simply portrayed with completely carved out bodies,
swords in belts and lacking arms. Some humans are carrying weapons
such as spears or bows. On two panels (Lyse 69:1, panel 1 and Lyse 610:1)
they appear in several rows; so-called processions. One of the proces-
sionsisreminiscent of the human figures with full-length capes that can
be found in the Kivik grave in Scania in southern Sweden. Most of the
human figures were probably carved in the middle of the Bronze Age.
Humans that have enlarged calf muscles are typical of the late Bronze
Age, fig. 8. Fragments of a horseman (Lyse 142:1) should probably be da-
ted to the transition from the Bronze Age to the Iron Age, when horse ri-
ding was introduced into Scandinavia. Animal figures in Lyse are scarce
and simple in detail. The bird figures consist of a flock of four cranes that
appear to be threatened by archers (Lyse 69:1, panel 1).

Foot soles are one of the few motifs that are depicted life-size. They can
be found both as just contour carved or as completely carved out. An ex-
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citing new find we made at Lyse 614:1 consisted of ten foot soles carved
in three vertical rows so that it looked like three people had walked up
and over the steep rocks, fig. 9. Perhaps real wet feet had walked over the
rocks at one time. Just below this rock is now only a stream but for most
of the Bronze Age the sea reached this point. Is it perhaps a disembar-
king from a boat in the bay that the foot soles represent?

Most of the rock carvings in Lyse are fairly ordinary, particularly if you
compare them to the rich imagery that can be found in the neighbouring
parish of Brastad. Some of the newly discovered motifs in Lyse however
are unique and deserve to be described in greater detail.

The sword

When we documented the large and well known rock carving Lyse 70:1,
we discovered that there was an unexpected motif that had not been
observed before - a completely carved out, life-size sword! It is 75 cm in
length but was originally somewhat longer as the point continued into
an area now damaged by erosion, fig. 10. It obviously represents a sword
with a straight blade and a cross-shaped handle (a type of sword that
is called a ‘Horn-pommelled sword’ or ‘Hornerknaufschwert’ in Ger-
man). Such swords are a dating standard for the Bronze Age period IV
(1100-900 BCE) and have to be seen as exclusive because only four actu-
al bronze swords of this type have been found in Sweden. The sword on
the rock is surrounded and partly carved over with boat motifs that can
probably be dated to the same period. It is the first known life-size sword
in Bohuslan that can with certainty be dated to the Bronze Age and as
such the find is extremely important in the debate concerning dating.
Life-size swords have otherwise been mainly found in Ostergétland, on
the east coast of Sweden. Incidentally it was thanks to these rock car-

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vings of swords that Bror Emil Hildebrand already in 1869 could date the
southern Scandinavian rock carvings to the Bronze Age. The rock car-
vings from Ostergétland depict a full-hilted sword from the Bronze Age
period II-III (1500-1100 BCE). Exactly as the sword in Lyse parish, they are
all depicted life-size,completely carved out and lying horizontally on the
rock, as if one had laid a real sword onto the rock.

The rock painting

The rock carving Lyse 142:1 has been known about since Emil Ekhoff’s
inventory in 1885. At that time he described it as consisting of some boats
and images which possibly represented two spear carriers. The rock car-
ving is located on a vertical face under protective overhanging outcrops,
immediately alonside the road towards Skalhamn. The protecting over-
hang hasresulted in the rock carving being well preserved despite it be-
ing only faintly carved. Certain figures lack any depth and can only be
seen as lighter variations in the rock. These figures cannot be felt with
the fingersand neither can they be seen on a ‘rubbing’. We have also ob-
served similar phenomena at several other faint carvings beneath rocky
overhangs in Bohusldn. On the harder and more even quartzite rocks
that can be found at Tjust in Smaland and at Simrishamn in Scania, one
can also see rock carvings that are so preserved that they still reveal the
white colouration as if they were newly carved. All rock carvings would
have been slightly white when they were newly carved but in the majori-
ty of cases they have later on acquired the same patina as the rest of the
rock.

During our documentation we registered three double-lined boats with
crew and two human figures, one of which was a horseman carrying a
spear in hand, as well as some indeterminate fragments. The two boats
most clearly depicted are of a type that can be dated to the end of the
Bronze Age. On top of both of these boats we discovered - to our great
surprise - that there was a faintly painted boat of a similar type. The paint
does not show as a painted surface normally would but rather as small
red dots that have remained in the structure of the rock which is typi-
cal for a prehistoric rock painting. The paint’s binder, fat or some other
organic substance, has disappeared a long time ago. The only thing that
remains today is the coloured pigment consisting of iron ochre. Also on
the same rock are some later paintings and carvings, amongst others
from 1916. The paint used in the latter paintings is of a completely diffe-
rent character to the painted boat.

Rock paintings have only been preserved on vertical rocks in protected
environments. They are much more unusual than rock carvings. In ge-
neral they are normally associated with Stone Age hunter gatherers by
the motifs that have been detected. In Bohusldn there are only a hand-
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ful of known rock paintings and even then the authenticity can be ques-
tioned in some cases. The closest prehistoric rock painting is about 10
km north in Bro parish (Bro 598:1). It is located at about the same height
above sea level as the painting in Lyse and consists of two single-lined
boats with crew. The rock painting in Lyse is the first in Sweden to be
found on the same rock as a rock carving. This unique find means that
we can make two important conclusions. Firstly it proves that the rock
paintings were made at least up to the end of the Bronze Age. Secondly it
is a strong indication that the rock carvings were not filled in with paint.
If the carvings had also been painted then some of the paint should have
been preserved as well in the incised lines under the protection of the
overhanging rock at Lyse 142:1.

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Metod

Att avbilda hallristningar

Valet av metod f6r att avbilda hadllristningar ar ett ofta diskuterat amne.
Manga féresprakar en “objektiv” dtergivning av ristningarna, till exem-
pel med sa kallad frottageteknik eller nattfotografering. Moderna digita-
latekniker och avancerad foto- och skanningsteknik har ytterligare spatt
pa forestallningen om en objektiv avbildningsteknik. Med digital teknik
kan man helt riktigt gora en objektiv dokumentation av ristningsytan
och hillristningsfigurerna. Det stora problemet kvarstar emellertid: Vad
ar hugget av manniskor, och vad ar naturliga linjer och ojamnheteriber-
get? Det ar enligt var mening inte lattare att sitta framfor en illustration i
form av ett frottage, ett nattfoto eller framfor en datorskarm och avgora
detta. Enligt oss ar det absolut bast att gora detta ute i falt. Dar kan man
se ristningarna ur olika vinklar och i olika ljusférhallanden, man kan se
om bergets mineralkorn ar krossade i huggningslinjerna, om det finns
fargskiftningar i bergets patina och man kan med hjalp av fingertoppar-
na kdnna bergets ytstruktur. Utifran detta gérs en samlad bedémning av
vad som ar inhugget i berget.

Hallristningsplanschernaidenna publikation utgors av sa kallade kalke-
ringar, atergivna i skala 1:20. Dessa ar ingen objektiv kalkering av hallen,
utan en subjektiv avbildning av var tolkning av héallristningarna. Forfa-
randet kan jamforas med den subjektiva bedémning som ingar i all fal-
tarkeologisk verksambhet, dar det ytterst ar arkeologens kompetens och
erfarenhet som avgoér om en lamning skall uppfattas som mansklig eller
inte.

Var arbetsmetod steg for steg

Innan filtsdsongen bérjar gors arkivstudier. Vi gar igenom &ldre littera-
tur, dldre inventeringar som till exempel Goteborgsinventeringen, samt
Riksantikvarieambetets fornminnesinventeringar i FMIS. Vi studerar
ekonomiska kartor fran 1930-talet och 1970-talet. Alla kianda hallrist-
ningar prickas darefter ut pa moderna kartor, dldre beskrivningar kopie-
ras och omraden dar vi tror det kan finnas okdnda héllristningar marke-
ras pa kartor.

Nér vi hittar hallristningar, saval tidigare kdnda som nyfunna, sa dr dessa
i de flesta fall mer eller mindre 6vervaxta av grastorv, mossa och lav. Nu
borjar det tunga arbetet med att rengoéra hallen. Torv,16v och mossa ren-
sas bort. Ibland far vi grava i kanterna av hillen for att kunna se hur stor
ristningen ar. Gras och buskar som vaxer i sprickor och vid sidan av hall-
en tas bort, och avslutningsvis forsoker vi skrapa bort tjock lav med hjalp
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av mjuka trad- och plastredskap. Detta arbete far géras med storsta for-
siktighet, sa hillen och hillristningarna inte skadas. I en del enstaka fall
har vi tdckt ristningen med en ljustdt presenning under ett ars tid, sa att
laven som vaxer pa hillen dér och dérefter lattare kan tvattas bort. Vi an-
vander aldrig nagra kemikalier for rengorning.

Nar héillen &dr ren paborjas det egentliga dokumentationsarbetet. Forst
undersdks hillen med hjilp av sldpljus. Detta kan géras pa natten med
hjalp av lampor, fig. 12. Var erfarenhet dr dock att detta, dar sa dr moijligt,
med fordel kan goras pa kvillen i naturligt slapljus. De figurer som kan
ses, kritasimed skolkrita. Darefter gorsett “frottage” av hallen. Hela ytan
tacks med ett tunt papper. Det vita pappret gnuggas sedan med ett kar-
bonpapper och slutligen med gras. Ojamnheter i bergytan sasom sprick-
or,vittringar, skador och i basta fall hallristningar framtrader pa pappret.
Detta frottage dar sedan till stor hjalp nar man ska finna tunt huggna hall-
ristningar. Frottagemetoden fungerar endast pa relativt jamna bergytor,
men pa ojamna ytor och berg gar det bara att gora frottage pa vissa delar
av hallen.

Efter att hillen ar belyst med sldpljus och man gjort frottage pa hela ytan
paborjas det riktiga tolkningsarbetet av hallristningarna. Med hjilp av
syn och kansel tolkas vad som ar hugget och vad som ar naturliga sprick-
or och ojaimnheteriberget. Detta ar det absolut svaraste momentet i hill-
ristningsdokumentationen.

Nar vi tolkat klart en hill, malas figurerna upp med en vit kritslamma,
fig. 13. Fargen varar till nasta regnskur tvattar bort den. En genomskin-
lig plast 1aggs 6ver hallen och hallristningsfigurerna kalkeras pa plasten
med en svart tuschpenna. Vara avbildningar &r alltsa en kalkering av de
tolkningar som vi gjort av hillristningen, och som bygger pa mangarig
erfarenhet. De avbildningar som vi gor utférs i sa kallad “"dutteknik”.
Genom en skrafferingsmetod, som ar utvecklad inom Stiftelsen for do-
kumentation av Bohuslans hallristningar, gors djupare figurer med tata-
re skraffering, medan tunnare figurer gors med glesare skraffering. En
liknande teknik, pricktekniken, anvands i bland annat i Italien, USA och
Norge. Fordelen med dutt- och prickteknikerna, jamfort med att bara
rita av ristningarnas konturer, ar att det &r lattare att markera 6vergang-
ar till partier pa hallen dar figurerna ar vittrade eller tunnare huggna
och ibland “flyter ut” for att till sist helt f6rsvinna. En annan fordel ar att
djupare figurer blir mérkare medan tunnare figurer blir ljusare pa de
skannade och nedminskade avbildningarna. Detta ger en mer tredimen-
sionell bild av hallristningen. Vi markerar ocksa sprickor, hidllkanter och
skador pa hillen med réd farg. Denna metod goér avbildningarna mer in-
formativa och ger en béttre forstaelse for hur hillen ser ut och hur fi-
gurerna ar placerade i férhallande till varandra pa hallen. Om det finns
sentida inhuggningar vid hallristningarna, markeras dessa med bla farg.
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Efter att hallristningen kalkerats fotograferasristningen. Vi fotograferar

hela ytan, enskilda detaljer och inte minst hallristningens miljo. Foto-
grafering har, alltsedan den forst borjat anvandas for hallristningar, varit
omdiskuterad som dokumentationsmetod. Vi tycker att fotografier ar
ett utmarkt komplement till vara kalkerade tolkningar, och for avbild-
ning av ristningarnas omgivning framstar den som den mest exakta. Av-
slutningsvis gors en skriftlig beskrivning av hallristningen.

Nar dokumentationen vadl ar gjord, sa ska den efterbearbetas. Foton iden-
tifieras och sorteras. Frottage arkiveras. Plaster skannas och sammanfo-
gasidator och minskastill skala1:10. Pd avbildningen avvarje hallristning
infors uppgifter om Riksantikvarieambetets fornlamningsnummer, ska-
la och norrpil, samt pa bildristningar dven israfflornas riktning. Vilagger
daven in uppgifter om vem eller vilka som ansvarar for dokumentationen,
samt ndr den ar gjord. Dessa uppgifter ar av stor vikt for framtida fors-
kare, inte minst som en kvalitetssakring. Alla kalkeringar, foton och be-
skrivningar publiceras darefter pa var hemsida: www.hallristning.se.

Method

Depicting the rock carvings

The choice of method for depicting rock carvings is often a subject for
discussion. Many advocate an ‘objective’ rendering of the carvings, for
example using the so-called ‘frottage’ or ‘rubbing’ technique or by pho-
tographingat night. Modern digital techniques and advanced photograp-
hic and scanning techniques have furthered this concept of an objective
depiction. Digital techniques can quite correctly provide an objective do-
cumentation of the carved rock surface and the rock carving figures. The
largest problem remains however: What has been carved by humans
and what are natural lines and undulations in the rock? In our opinion
the task is not simplified by studying an illustration in the form of a rub-
bing, a night time photograph or a computer screen when making deci-
sions. We believe the absolute best method is to make judgements out
in the field. It is there you can view the carvings from various angles and
in various lighting conditions, you can see if the rock’s mineral structure
is crushed in the carved areas, if there is any tint in the rock’s patina and
you can feel the surface structure of the rock with your fingertips. These
methods provide a combined assessment of what is carved in the rock.

The rock carving charts in this publication have been produced by
so-called ‘tracing’,in the scale 0f 1:20. These are not objective tracings of
the rock surface but more a subjective depiction of our interpretation of
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the rock carvings. The process can be compared to the subjective assess-
ments that are part of all archaeological work in the field where ultima-
tely itis the archaeologist’s competence and experience that determines
whether remains should be judged as created by man or not.

Our working method, step-by-step

Before fieldwork begins,an archival searchis carried out. We go through
early literature,old registers such as ‘The Gothenburg Inventory’,as well
as FMIS. We study the economic maps from the 1930s and 1970s. All the
known rock carving sites are then plotted onto modern maps, early des-
criptions are copied and the areas that we think might contain unknown
carvings are marked on the maps.

When we find carvings, previously known as well as newly discovered,
they are in most cases more or less overgrown with clumps of grass,
moss and lichen. The heavy work now begins of removing the turfs, lea-
ves and moss from the rocks. Occasionally we have to clean back to the
edges in order to see how large the carving is. Grass and bushes that are
growing in the cracks and to the side are removed and finally we try to
scrape away the thicker lichen using softwood or plastic tools. This has
to be done very carefully so as not to damage the surface of the rock face
or carvings. In some isolated cases we have covered the carvings with a
light-tight tarpaulin and left it there for a year so that the lichen that is
growing on the rock withers and can be more easily washed away. We
never use any chemicals in the cleaning process.

When the rock is clean we start the actual documentation. First, an in-
vestigation of the rock is made using oblique lighting. This can be car-
ried out at night with the help of lamps, fig.12. Our experience has been
though that where possible it can be advantageous to do it in the evening
using natural oblique lighting. The visible figures are filled in with school
blackboard chalk. Then a ‘rubbing’ is carried out. The whole of the sur-
face is covered with thin paper. The white paper is then rubbed with car-
bon paper and finally grass. Uneven sections such as cracks, eroded are-
as,damaged rock and in the best case, carvings,appear on the paper. This
rubbing is of great help later on when looking for the more faintly made
carvings. The rubbing method only works on fairly even surfaces, so on
more undulating surfaces and rock faces it can only be partially used on
certain sections on the rocks.

After the rock has been obliquely lit and a rubbing made over the whole
panel, the actual interpretation of the carvings begins. The carved rock,
the natural cracks and undulations are slowly interpreted using sight
and touch. This is the most difficult stage of the documentation process.

When we have finished interpreting a rock, the figures are painted with
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white chalk slurry,fig. 13. The colouring remains until the next heavy rain
shower washes it away. A transparent plastic sheet is positioned over the
rock and then the figures are traced onto the plastic using a black mar-
ker pen. Our depictions are therefore a tracing of the interpretations that
we made about the carvings, built upon many years of experience. The
depictions that we make are made by ‘dabbing’. By using a shading tech-
nique that was developed by the Stiftelsen for dokumentation av Bohus-
lans hadllristningar, the deeper figuresreceive a tighter shading while the
fainter carvings, sparser shading. A similar method, the ‘dotting’ techni-
que, is sometimes used in Italy, USA and Norway. An advantage with the
‘dabbing’ or ‘dotting’ techniques,compared to just drawing the carvings’
contours, is that it is easier to mark the transition of the sections where
the figures are eroded or more faintly carved that sometimes “spread
out” and finally disappear. Another advantage is that deeper carved fi-
gures become darker while the fainter figures become lighter on the
scanned and size-reduced reproductions. This provides a more three di-
mensional picture of the rock carvings. We also mark cracks, the edges
of rocks and damage in red. This method produces a more informative
depiction and allows a better understanding of what the rock looks like
and how the figures relate to each other on the rock. If there have been
any historical additional carvings made, then these are marked in blue.

After the rock carving has been traced, it is then photographed. We pho-
tograph the entire panel,individual details and not least the surrounding
environment. Photography has been, right from the beginning, a subject
of discussion as a documentation method. We think photography is an
excellent complement to our tracing method and when used for descri-
bing the carvings’ surroundings, it remains the most exact tool. Finally,a
written description is made of the carvings.

When this stage of the documentation is complete then the finalisa-
tion process begins. Photographs are named and sorted. Rubbings are
archived. The plastic sheets are scanned, fitted together in the com-
puter and reduced in size to a scale of 1:10. Information about the RAA
number is written on each depiction as well as a scale bar, north arrow
and the direction of the glacier grooves. We also include information
about who was responsible for the documentation as well as when it
took place. These details are of great importance to researchers in the
future, not least in providing a guarantee of quality. All the tracings, pho-
tographs and descriptions are subsequently published on our website:
